To be eligible for this scholarship, applicants must;
· be an Australian/New Zealand citizen or permanent resident

· be enrolled fulltime (minimum of 13.5 units per Study Period) in an Associate Degree, Bachelor, Graduate Certificate, Graduate Diploma, Master degree offered by one of the following Schools:

· School of Engineering

· School of Information Technology & Mathematical Sciences

· School of Natural and Built Environments)

· be from a recognised equity group or are experiencing ongoing educational challenges related to one of the following areas;

· Students with a registered disability or ongoing medical condition and are in receipt of an Access Plan
· Students with carer responsibilities and are in receipt of a carers allowance/payment via Centrelink

· Single parents and/or principal carers and are in receipt of a parenting payment via Centrelink

· Parents of a child with a disability

· Financially disadvantaged and in receipt of Youth Allowance, Austudy, ABSTUDY, Pensioner Education Supplement etc via Centrelink

· Educational disruption

· Domestic violence or other crisis

· Individual circumstances outside the above areas may be considered on a case by case basis where a student is able to demonstrate significant educational disadvantage

· Provide sufficient supporting documentation to substantiate claims of hardship. Details of required documentation are provided in the application form. 

This scholarship may be held in conjunction with other University scholarships. 

Selection:

Selection will be made after the Study Period 2 and Study Period 5 census dates each year and will be based on demonstrated necessity and at the discretion of the Division. 

Priority may be given to applicants who;
· have undertaken an alternative pathway to University such as:

· a qualifying program offered through UniSA College (Foundation Studies, Aboriginal Pathway Program, Diploma Programs)

· the completion of a Certificate IV, Diploma or Advanced Diploma through offered through a Registered Training Organisation such as TAFE SA. 

· qualifying for entry through the Special Tertiary Admissions Test

· have not previously undertaken higher education at a Bachelor degree education level or higher

· are not currently in receipt of another equity-based scholarship within the Division of Information Technology, Engineering and the Environment or respective schools. 

The scholarship duration is for a maximum period of 4 years. Continuing scholarship payments will be subject to the recipient satisfying ongoing criteria including maintaining full-time enrolment, satisfactory academic progress and a minimum GPA of 4.0 per study period. 

Value: The maximum value of the scholarship is $12, 000 (paid over the duration of the program, in semester instalments of $1,500 after the Study Period 2 and Study Period 5 census dates)

Duration: The scholarship is payable for the duration of the program in which the recipient is enrolled on a full-time basis.  Continued provision of the scholarship will be subject to maintaining a minimum GPA of 4.0 per study period and satisfactory academic progress within the program, as defined by University policy.
Note: Scholarships may, in some instances, be counted as income against Youth Allowance or other forms of government assistance payments and applicants should therefore seek independent financial advice.

This scholarship will not be printed on academic transcript.
