EXPLANATORY INFORMATION

The Statement of Agreement sets out the responsibilities of the Supervisor, Co-/Associate Supervisor and the research degree student. The Research Induction Plan should be referred to in preparing the Statement of Agreement.
Purpose of the Statement of Agreement

The Statement of Agreement provides the basis for the research degree student’s Reviews of Progress demonstrating the Research Degree Graduate Qualities.

The Statement of Agreement is intended to assist students and supervisors by highlighting considerations that will be necessary for the development and achievement of the Research Degree Graduate Qualities. These Qualities will become a defining element of the subsequent Reviews of Progress.

Research education and training involves the active participation of the supervisors and the research degree student. The responsibility for ensuring that research education and training is conducted efficiently and effectively is shared across the University. The Executive Dean/Director of Institute has a responsibility for providing the resources necessary for research degree students to be able to undertake their research.

It is expected that meetings between the supervisors and the research degree student will be conducted cordially with mature, open and honest exchange of views.

The content of the Statement of Agreement will be discussed in the subsequent Reviews of Progress. Any revision or amendment to the Statement of Agreement arising from a Review of Progress will require the submission of a new Statement of Agreement to Graduate Research.
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
